• Nursing services anytime during clinic hours 
 

• Acute Care Clinic:  AM Clinic (walk-in) Monday-Friday: 7:30 am – 10:00 am 
 * PM Clinic (appt. only)  Monday-Friday: 1:15 pm – 3:15 pm 
 

• Immunizations: Hepatitis B, Tetanus, and Influenza 
 

IMMUNIZATIONS/TITERS SHALL BE COMPLETED BY STUDENTS PRIOR TO MATRICULATION. 
 

• Blood and Body Fluid Exposures (Human) –  all initial workups, treatment and follow ups. 
 

• Communicable Disease Exposures – follow up of all exposed students. 
 

• Tuberculosis Skin testing. 
 

• Tuberculosis Skin Testing Conversion – follow up and treatment. 
 

• Consultations 
 

• All work-related inures or illnesses – follow up and treatment. Referrals made as needed. 
 

• Maintenance of medical records and notifications for delinquencies. 
 

• Occupational Health Program for Research Animal Handlers. 
 

• Blood and Body Fluid exposures (Animal) – all initial work-ups, treatment and follow ups. 
 

• Respirator Fit testing (if indicated). 
 
 
* When Employee Health Services Center is closed, students are to use the Emergency Department or 

work-related Occurrences. Personal health problems can be addressed by student’s PCR or ED, at 
student’s expense (if not covered by insurance).
